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Premises:

1) It is clear that the 3 different divisions represented extra “splitting” of
D70, much as we combine or separate certain readings to take a shorter
or longer amount of time left before the end of the cycle.

2) There are 363-367 mnaw during a septennial cycle — depending if there are
2 or 3 leap years during that time

3) There are always at least 8 mnaw a year when the regular reading is
skipped — the four nvwi9, the mnaw of N>1mM M2 nNoa and at least 1
additional w11 wRY. There may be more —if mMwn wR1 and, therefore, Mo
YWY are on Navw.

4) The proposal: The three divisions (141, 154, 167) didn’t reflect disparate
customs. The first cycle was always 141 and then, based on those
considerations (how many leap years, how many mnaw stood to be
“skipped”, they could use 154 or 167 to complete the second cycle by the
exact end of 7years.
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
