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L. 13 mwn: status of wood by-products — except for flax (which is considered a “tree”, per v. 1)
a. May not: use as wick
b. Is not: vulnerable to YnR nrmv
i Source: vv. 2-3; 1nwa is called Yn® in v. 3 2 considered 9nx for v. 2
ii. Challenge: if so, should require to be spun with 6 strings (as was in j9vn)
1. Answer: double mention of YnR (e.g. v. 3) extends to non-spun material
2. Challenge: if so, should extend to all materials — even beyond jnwa
a.  Answer: if so, what is the purpose of the v”1y (SnR::9nR — vv. 2-3)?
iii. Challenge: perhaps vv. 2-3 should lead us to allow for n'w1p (acacia wood) as YR
1.  Answer: v. 4 indicates that Dw1p are made for the 19wn, but not considered 1own themselves
2. Challenge: if so, the cover is also made for the 19wn (per v. 5) and shouldn’t be considered j2vn
a.  Therefore: why did 8" ask if nknv nnna 71y counts for YNk — even NNV NN NY doesn’t count
b. Answer: v. 5 equates upper noan (vnn) with lower one — each is called Ynx
II. Revisiting 8"’s question about NNV NNN2 MY - as to whether it is considered YnX for nn NRMY
a.  Clarification (7278 72 878 7): asking whether the wnn of nwn’s era was a NNV NNNA or NRNYV NN
i Challenge (907 7): X1 teaches that only n11n0 nnna My was allowed for “divine uses”
ii. Block (xax 77): nmip 1 taught that there were 2 covers; one of rams, the other of nwnn
1. /»pn 77 it was one, which looked like 19°8 ®9n (a NNV NNNI)
2. Answer: it was like 198 891 (lots of colors), but unlike 12'8 RYn — it was 1o
3. Observation (9o ’7): that's why wnn is translated ®1v0o — that it rejoices (wWw) in its many colors (na7n D>11M)
b.  xa7 alternative source for YR nrmY with NRNY PN MY — v. 6, which expands D71 'yx to two cases:

i. Cases: nxnv N1 MY, and a case where T3 became yan after 103 received it (for inspection)
ii.  And: evenif he cuts up pieces and puts them together, still Xnon, per v. 6 — M NIR5N 53118
1. Challenge: Dya cannot be applied to YR nkMY, as D’¥x even applies to 2991 MY

iii. Rather: inferred from v. 7 — y7w nRmv — where 7 1R extends to N8NV NN MY

1. Challenge: n¥7w cannot be applied to YnR NXkMY, as Y7 has NkML as small as NVTY>
2. Answer: the common denominator of 7w and o'yn is that RNV MNN2 NP=NNNY >same for HnR
a.  Challenge: to nwn 18 — both have nxmv at less than m1, unlike nn
iv. Rather: 1v"p from goat feathers, which are not 0’y ®nvn, but are considered SnR; NRNY NN NY certainly is YR
III. Revisiting qov *1’s teaching that only nmnv nnna 7 was fit for W NIr5n (once we've allowed for NNV NN Y in 19WN)
a. Application: cannot be 9an; we know that the nwya must be written on n1nv NN Myfrom v. § (P31 1NN in)
i. Suggestion: might refer to the housing
1. Challenge: the 1w (on the outside) is n"n%n (we assume that includes the material — n7nv NN MY)

ii. Suggestion: might refer to sinews etc. used for stitching them
1. Challenge: that is also n"n%n
iii. Suggestion: perhaps it refers to the straps

1. Challenge: the black straps are n"n%n
2. Defense: the color is n"n%n, but not necessarily the material
IV. Readdressing question of identity of wnn
a. »”% the wnn had one horn, and they didn’t know if it was a nnna or i'n — nwn used it for 12wn and it was buried away

i. Inference: if it had one horn, similar to ox brought by 1”78 (v. 9 — read 17j7n)
ii. Question: why not infer that it was nnna (from the horn)
iii. Answer: since there is a 7p (unicorn?) which is a m'n, couldn’t determine if wnn is 7'n or NnNa
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
