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I. v mwn: status of “good-luck charms”
a. Young boys: may wear knots (used as a 90, or as a memento if they miss their fathers)
i Tangents: M9 of various types; anecdotes and advice in that regard (vv.1-4)
b.  Princes: may wear bells
i. Note: this is true for everyone, but n'nan simply used the likely example
1. Observation: this must be per: " who holds (7:7° naw) that all of »"1 are royal
2. Rejection (X¥27): could be a matter of consensus, if the bell is woven into his garment
II. > mwn: further on “good-luck charms”
a. »”r allows wearing a locust egg, wolf’s tooth or nail from a cross — all for therapeutic purposes

i. Locust egg: worn as a protection against earaches
ii. Wolf’s tooth: worn to help with sleep (live one for hypersomnia, from dead wolf for insomnia)
iii. Nail: to cure bad smells
b.  onom: prohibit these practices even during the week as they are pagan practices (»11nR 7577)
i. ~271 725 anything which is done for therapeutic purposes and clearly works is not forbidden

due to mnR 077

1. Implication: if it doesn’t have therapeutic results, it is bound

2. Challenge: »:R m»72w NRaVIN - if a tree is losing its fruit, he may mark it with red paint and
put rocks on it
a. Rocks: weaken it
b. Paint: seems to be “magical”

i. Defense: paint notifies people that the tree needs n'mna — per v. 5
ii. Tangents: additional incantations etc. and their classification into »nR 7577 or permitted
