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L xmwn: v for weaving and related maxron
a. 7758 /1 minimal 1V for a newly begun weave is 3 strings; if already begun, adding 1 is avn
b.  opom: in either case, MW is 2 strings
i. Alternate version: pn¥» '3 came from R with version where 8”1 ruled “2” (not “3”)
1. Resolution: thick threads vs. thin threads
a.  Could be resolved either way: thick may require 3, as they don’t weave well and are often taken out
i. Or: thin may require 3, as they are insignificant until there are 3
ii. ~n272 3 at the beginning and 1 »xn %y (per ®™); o'non rule that it is always 2
1. And: at edge of garment— 2 at width of 3 P71 ’n3; like weaving a small belt
iii. ~n27: 2 threads added to border (per 1217); 8™ finds liability for even 1 thread at that point
II. 2 mwn: 2 p1ma (loops) around the cross-pieces or the slips (konpoc), in a sifter, sieve or basket —27n
a. Stitching: or tearing in order to stitch — 2 stitches — 27n
i Challenge: this is taught in 2:t with mar5n mar
ii. Defense: taught to include mvan a man% n”y yp
1. Challenge: that is also taught there
2. Answer: taught in order to introduce tearing for a destructive purpose (e.g. in anger) — 1109
iii. Tearing in order to stitch: e.g. if the garment had a “bubble” (like a pocket) which he had to open and restitch
II. 3 nwn: parameters of tearing as NaR%N ar
a. If: he tears a garment in anger or in mourning (for a relative who died) — 1102
i Challenge: xn»a rules that if he tears in anger or in mourning — 27n (nonetheless, he fulfills nnn 5 Ny™p)
1. Resolution (to mourning clause): if it is “his nn” — 27n; if a RNYYT NN — exempt
2. Challenge: mwn’s referent is mn — his nn
a. Answer: indeed, it is “his” nn, but not one of those for whom he is obligated to tear (e.g. in-law)
b. Note: if the nn in question is a DaN, an 7w DR or if present at time of death, he is obligated to tear
i. Answer: in our case, he is none of these, and the ymp wasn’t present at time of nnwi nr>w’
3. Resolution (to anger clause): per w™ (NaN% ¥"RY NIRYN) — exempt; N1’ "1 would find for 2yn
a.  Challenge: "M 1 only finds liability for nanb ¥"Rw narYn if it is constructive — not 9 1p%p
b.  Answer: this is also reparative — gives vent to his 1"ny’
i. Note: this behavior is harmful - allowing violent tendencies to be acted out leads to "y (v. 1)
ii. Defense: if done in order to feign anger for before family — permitted (examples from wnon)
1. Tangent: value of mourning for 1w DR (vv. 2-6)
2. And: impact death should have on family/nm1an
b.  Furthermore: all destructive acts are 1109
i. But: if he destroyed in order to construct, the 1w is the same as the constructive one
ii. Challenge (from 8n1»»73 quoted by 173K ’7): exceptions are 1yan) 20

a. w7 since "N permitted n%n, other mban are 2»n; since NN prohibited 1712 na na”W — others Mor
