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I X mwn:nnwn - use of a sieve on Naw and 10 oY
a. 75K ’1. you can stretch it out on v and use it on naw
i Challenge: from his opinion re: "on ppna (not allowed to add to a temp. 5nR)
ii. Defense: he accepts N1 *1: even wa1 921X WM may be done on vy
1. Challenge: nmiv "7 only allowed owan which could not be done before 210 ov
2. Answer: X" takes "M "1's approach one step further, allowing nwan that could have been done v"yn
b.  opom only may use it on v, not stretch it out (even on v"), nor use it at all on naw

i. Consequences: 9oy 17 — 271 for nna
1. Challenge (»3x): then hanging a cup on a stick (commonly done) should be 2n as well
ii. Rather (7238): 132970 MOR (2>703) as N7 PTIY

1. »anx compiled from mn»a:
a. N7 SiK. flask, sieve, canopy and folding chair — may not be set up, but 1108
b.  wap 57n: liable for building (n111)
c.  Nonban: bed, chair, feedbasket and toilet cover (all are ready before unfolding) — ammn
iii. Consequences of using siever: according to onon
1. A9 77 27N (M)
a.  Challenge (nww “7): how could 1327 rule nron 2N and 8™ permit n%nna%?
b.  Block: :7 naw 8navin — n™ rules that if a woman wears a0t Y® vy in 9”7 she is liable
i Whereas: 0'nan say that she is exempt and X™ permits N> nna%
c.  Save (7a8): R" is responding to mnan (i.e. without “middle” opinion of 1vs, wouldn’t be 7nn)
2. axan: which ar is the super-category for using a n1nwn? (>which one needs to be declared at nxnn?)
a. 727 9M1a - just like 9M3, it keeps the food and gets rid of the chaff/dregs
b. X717 1p7n —just like sifting, the chaff/dregs is left above and the food goes below
II. Different facets of N1 in regards opening fabric/canopies
a.  SNprn? 93217 it is MOR to take a folded garment and open it as a canopy
i. But if: there was already a rope/string tied to it — permitted
b.  27(in response to 3 questions): even opening a bed is MoR; even a canopy is 1Mn; canopy Mor and bed nn

i. Even a bed is 7708 folding beds like those in Crimea
ii. Even a canopy is 1mm: like YRptn> 92 'n7’s description (above)
iii. Canopy 108 and bed 1711: like “ours” — (bed involves no building)
c.  Series of rulings: in context of canopies and curtains
i 9oy 37. saw the canopies at n"1’s house opened at night and thrown down in the morning (=>9mn)
ii. N1 71 (per 37): it is permitted to put up a curtain on naw
iii. N1 77 (per S810Y): a “groom’s canopy” may be put up and taken down on naw

1. Aslong as: it doesn’t have a roof of a nav, or a nav within v" of the top, or a slope of a nav
a.  Reason: per 2:1t mYnR — the slopes of tents are judged to be tents (197 D9RI DOAR MWY)
b. Nor: if it goes 1 nav below bed (bed becomes its roof)
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iv. *PN T 1772 nww ’1. wearing a floppy hat is permitted
1. Challenge: we learned that it is forbidden
2. Resolutionl: if it has a nav of height, prohibited as Ynx; if smaller —amn
a.  Challenge: if he played with his hat and it had a nav of rise — it should be mox
3. Resolution2: consideration is 7”072 R™7 ayn
a. Permitted: if it is tightly on the head and won’t fly off
b. Forbidden: if it is loose and may fly off
V. ~77 7. 3 teachings of 17 - 2 about naw and one about NN
1. 7maw M1 taught that it is permitted to stretch a leather bag by its drawstrings
a. 37 only if it is pulled by two men - but if pulled by one man- prohibited (may stretch like Yx)
i. Challenge (72n8): regarding a canopy — even if set up by 10 men, it is forbidden
1. Reason: impossible for it not to be stretched out a bit (and form an Ynx)
2. 2nawRna taught that if a stove loses one of its legs, may still move it; if it loses two — 7oK
a. a7 even if one falls off, 1o
i Reason: precaution against his firmly replacing the leg (w021 nan)
3. 71m vv. 1-2 teach that ultimately n1n will be forgotten in YR
a. Tangent: Rm»12 - nwT about the NN being forgotten (vv. 3-4)

i Example: a woman will go from 7”2 to 7”1 to clarify if bread she has is pwxa or 1w (v. 5)
b.  Counter (»2w7): v. 6 militates against "n ever being forgotten
i Rather: vv. 3-4 mean that they will not find clear teaching in one place
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
