iii. Related story: 171 explicitly permitted hops in a vineyard (in 921)
1. But: mwmon iy 1 would administer (myTn) man for this

a. Not: a Jewish child —he may learn to do this and continue when older
b. Nor: an adult non-Jew; he may then confuse it with an adult Jew
c.  Status of corpse on 2)0 o1 no one — Jew or non-Jew — should be involved in caring for the body; even on »w vy
i. Challenge: story in 1ywn — 0" was before or after naw (unclear) and they asked jany "7 about caring for a nn
1. panp 77 ruled that non-Jews should take care of the body
2. N37 ruled that on PWRY V", non-Jews should care for it; on 2w V" (even of 1), WYRIW care for it
ii. Answer: they aren’t nmin 1 there
II. Rulings of X110 27 711 regarding V™" naw Maon
a. A7 772228 ’7. a person may go out to 9”01 with a canopy and its straps (not nrx1n)

i. Challenge: ®nn "7 himself ruled that if someone goes out with a n'5v that is not p»xn properly is 27n
ii. Answer: o®¥ are significant and not Y01 to the garment; the straps of the n%» are nullified to canopy
b.  »27 772 737 permitted to use “deception”, setting up nInWN on V" to put in pomegranates and then put dregs
i. »wx 27. as long as he actually does put pomegranates in it
ii. Challenge: Xn»11 rules that we may put mead in on n”mn if to be used on 711 — but not otherwise

1. And: this applies to date mead, barley mead — and even if you already have mead, you may use nniyn
and drink from the new mead (i.e. no need for an obvious “show” of permitted use)

iii. Answer: in that case, it isn’t obviously moRr (onlooker will think he is putting it in for 1)
1. But: in our case, it appears to be XMoRY (the usual use of a MNWn is for sifting)
iv. Related: students complained to »wx "7 about a student who was using deception

1. 2w pr: he took a sliver of garlic, used it to plug up a barrel-spout, claiming he just wanted to hide it
2. Boat: he “took a nap” on a boat, and the non-Jew ferried him over to the other side
3. Defense: the concern is 13277 (in both of these cases) and a 132291 ®amx will not violate the XRn»71RT

1. 27 permitted to put a cover with holes over half a barrel — but not over the whole barrel

1. 27 onnaw, he may knead them with a *93 but not by hand
a.  Challenge (581p®): is it normally mixed by hand? (that this is a "w) — that’s donkey food
2. Sxmww:may be kneaded by hand but not with a 93
9rv58 71 (originally): both are prohibited
4. pny 7 (originally): both are permitted
a. N7 7ax: we do not accept 31’ "1’s opinion
b.  Then: 13y "1 changed to accept 8"’s opinion, and 8" modified and accepted Y®1nw’s opinion
C.  N371 73w then ruled in accord with 130y ’1 (stories of onan who refused to eat it when made on naw)
5. &1 912 rejected all of these (Ieniently), rather, per teaching:
a. 57 that was crushed on v”p may be kneaded by hand or by *%3, and he may add honey in
i. However: he may not mix in the honey vigorously, just gently
b.  o75nw (garden cress): that was crushed on w”y may have oil and vinegar added in on naw
i And: he may put mint into it, but not mixing vigorously, just gently
c. o if he crushed garlic on vy, he may put beans into it on naw, mixing gently
i And: he may put mint into it
