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I. a2 mwn: accountings on naw
a. Guests: a man may count his guests or portions by heart, by not from a written record
i. Reasons: for not using written list
1. »223 /7 might erase (names of those uninvited)
2. »ax: might read business documents
3. Attempt to find practical difference:
a. Attempt: if written high up on wall - only »ar’s concern applies
