b. 27 772 737 even "nw shouldn’t say n%an; but Tay13, if "Nw, accepted; if 1MW — rejected (n2yIN IN2aN)
i. Distinction: if able to speak before king — nnw (>n%an mn%an); if not — 2w (=>nayn N an)
1.Tangent: one who gets a windfall should invest in a n7n 790 (e.g.) to maintain the rest (v. 2)
a) Examples (of “windfall”): 7an 0312 p1nn, inheriting wife’s estate, NRY¥n or even profits
¢.Recovering: from being drunk — sleep or walking a »n
i. Limitation (37): only if he drank my19; if more — both sleep and walking extend his stupor
ii. Challenge: 10:12 D'NYA RNALIN — story of 3™ on the donkey
1.Foods: he picked up cake from the road (2193180 %Y prayn pr) even though it was after noa
a) 72w this only applied before Y87 nna were suspect of 9173 —only on whole loaves, not crumbs
i. Challenge: v. 4 implies that they would perform 91’ on crumbs
ii. Answer: that refers to the fee they would charge, not the vehicle for their witchcraft
2.Traveler: he gave it to traveler (assuming him to be non-Jew) >we follow 717 2250 a1
a) And: >ynn of a non-Jew is permitted after noa
3. 07772 1707 someone approached him, asking him to be 97 nn
a) 471 noted that he had drunk Italian wine and couldn’t be n7n
i. Therefore: the petitioner should walk behind them until the wine “left them” (=7 »an 777)
b)  Subsequently: they rode 3 9n (::1 9n of walking), he sat and annulled 71, teaching that:
i. 5078 p7. is stronger than other wines
ii. /x7m someone who is drunk may not be nxMn 11N (see YRNY’s words above)
