a. Originally: any witness was accepted;
b.  mpm ordained only to accept known (or attested) witnesses...
i. Attestation by 778 meaning 1 set (2 witnesses) as per Xn»11 (brought his witnesses)
1. Story: of M1 "1 — had other witness with him who wasn’t mentioned
a.  Or else: he went to RWIR to join another witness (even paon — go on Naw)
ii. Any report: about n"nTp is accepted (not only 891); no one will lie about %KY RT2YT RN>M
c. ...as aresult: of dispute with Zadokites
i. Story: of “paid witnesses” and bizarre testimony from onyIR nYyn
II. 2 mwn - reason for the messengers
a. Dbefore interference: of poma (and the need for messengers) they would use signal-fires,
i. signal fires: only on 30% night if that was 1% of next month (only for ton)
ii. reason: against case when 30™ night is naw; fires sent out on v”¥1n would be equivocal:
1. either: tonight (31%) is 1t
2. or:last night (30%) is 1st
iii. suggestion: always use fires, and never on naw
1. answer: they’ll think it was 851 and the fires just didn’t happen (o)
2. suggestion: only do it for RYn

a. answer: can’t ask people to take off 2 days from work (mwn wx)
III. 3 mwn — method of signal-fires

a. Materials: cedar wood, olive oil and flax —
i. a7or discusses the various types of cedars (v3)
1. Tangential 772&: re: the eschatological boats described in v4
2. Tangential my7a8: of 1MV "9
a.  All acacia wood: taken from m'9w11 by nations will be returned (vv. 3,5)
b.  Scholar: who doesn’t teach is like a myrtle in the desert
c.  (or: someone who teaches where no one else does is like a myrtle in the desert)
d. Nations: have no reparations for their destruction (vv. 6-7)
b.  Lifting torch: in four directions
c.  From one hill: to the next, (see 7 nwn) to inform the nYn (RN>*7am19)
IV. 7 mwn - sequence of hills: "NYN->R1070> RYOHD1IMNDPNYa N2 (D13)
a. From o7z he would stand there until he saw the n%n (=xn»1am9) lit up like a huge bonfire
i. Each person: would take a torch and go up to his roof
ii. 72T other cities, in between these hills, would also light torches
iii. 772 71 8 MRYA9 between each of the hills in our mwn
1. Ways: have become subverted, so it takes longer today (vv. 8-9)
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
