d.  jpny -y declared fast for plague in "} based on relative merits
II. Important but lesser-known people

a. NN xax: (hailed more frequently from heaven than X1 »aR)

1. Would treat: patients in modest manner, allow those who couldn’t pay to leave with dignity
a.  And: supported students; assumed the best about them when they took his mats etc
2. Prison guard (identified by 1775K): made sure Jewish female prisoners were treated modestly

3. Clowns (identified by 17258): who would cheer up sad people and patch up fights
IV. Explication of 'n mwn — “wild animals” (ny7 nn)
a.  Only if: they are seen in city, during day and attack people (="nn>wn”)
1. If: she stands still when seeing people, only “safe” if near marshland
2. If: she goes up to a rooftop and attacks a baby, even in area of lots of animals, nn»wn
V.  Further explication of 'n mwn — “the sword” (27n)
a.  Even:a “peaceful sword” as per error of ynowr’ (v1)
1. Tangential w77 about yWRY's folly and his death
a. Last words: v3; 1'n7’s response — v4
VI. Analysis of 7 nawn — unclear if the blight was on wheat the size of an oven’s mouth or bread that size
a.  Addition: to story about wolves eating children — they expelled them rectally:
1. Meat: was considered devoured = 10
2. Bones: were considered Xnv as nn nrmL
VII. Additions to 1 mwn (matters which may be requested/cried out for on naw)
a. oporr individual may abstain and fast for personal travails, including being hunted etc.
1. »py? 7. individual may not, since he may need help and people may not help him
a.  Source: v5 - person must take care of his own life
b.  Dispute: with »nn pynw "1 — even on %10, no NyInn for plague
VIIL. Reason for no nynn for too much rain — as per v6 — 7792 T; never request a cessation of blessing
a.  Not: practiced in Y21 where too much rain can cause flooding
b.  Ideal time: for rain — Tuesday and Friday nights, as it happened in now 12 NYNY’s time
c.  Note: In Herod’s time, it rained at night and was sunny by day
1. Proving: the validity of their involvement in the rebuilding of the wTpn
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
