There are four types of m»aw which an individual may take. A person may take a "2 nyav, in which he commits to some
neutral act or avoidance; he may take a X1 n»1aw, or a mTvn N»aw (if he claims to have no testimony to another’s benefit) or
NTPan MMaw (taken as a 1MW to exempt him from payment). Since the last two directly relate to circumstances which come to
11-11 (testimony) or arise from circumstances dealt with in pp11 (191p9), the natural location for m»aw navon is in pp'1 970, and
immediately following the presentations of juridical procedure (man-17mv). There is a fifth type of oath, p1»1n ny12w, admin-
istered by the 772 in cases of conflicting claims (found chiefly in Ry’¥n K11 and Rna Ra3).
