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Note: until this point, we have studied various fw1aw that are generated by an individual; either by his own commitment (7022 ny1aw), in
response to a “subpoena” for testimony (7 v1aw) or in response to a claim of held moneys (pr7pon aw). This chapter introduces a
different perspective on rnaw— an oath initiated and administed by the 773 in response to a civil suit with an undetermined result. The
classic examples of this is mwvn nypna amy; the plaintiff claims a debt of X and the defendant admits to a debt of something less than X.
