Each grain offering goes through four 113y — worship-stages — which are critical points in the offering, as we will see; all must be performed ex-

i Reason: the method of preparing the nmn (nann ,nwnan etc.) distinguishes the type and “trumps” mis-intent
1 Unlike: onat, where nvnw, nYap etc. are all alike
b (2x17793) w77v. 2 indicates that nmn is like nkon and DwR
i distribution: some are like nron (i.e. R0 nmn); if performed jnWY ®YY, invalid
1  And: others (i.e. D213 nMn) are like nwR — valid, but don’t count for donors
ii  Resolution 1 (7727): 18n»72 —wnp M (fully valid, recognized by process); 28n71 — o%ya mw
1 Challenge (»a8): since wTp "MV and 091 Mw are derived via wp’n — why distinguish?
(a) Answer (737): w™ is "RIpnN DYV V1T — the reason 0o nawnn is invalid is because the proper intent
isn’t recognizable; here, it is visible (with wnp »mw) - valid
2 Challenge: 93yn n%y done gyn nron nwY, with np’on above should be valid - its location proves intent
(a) Block: that could be nxon, as 'pYn is valid anywhere
3 Challenge: if he did »xn of gyn n%y above, with intent for 91yn nron — should be valid, as nkon "x¥n is below
(a) Block: this could’ve been nron nx¥n, done after nktn — and »¥n may be done above
4 Challenge: myn nron with nRtn done below, 9wn Ny owY, should be valid — 1%y prvom mwyn
(a) Answer: indeed — w"’s distinction was between nnar/mmin, in this regard ma are similar to mnmn
