1 Analysis1 (97): no disagreement — it doesn’t apply re: man (for nrYyn), but does re: mYyn? (it doesn’t go up)
(a) Version: doesn’t apply for cutting it out (leg may go up with it inside), but does if it is already out
2 Analysis2 (»7217): they do disagree — about whether or not it goes up to narn
(a) Per: dispute 1327/717, in resolving tension between 930 (v. 1) and nTm wan (v. 2)
(i) a7 all goes up, only (om) 7wa are returned if they pop off (pyp9)
(if) 227 all goes up, only o™ 7w1 are kept up even if separated from body, but 111 (etc.) are taken down
1. 237 no ;o (v. 1) needed if they are in animal — that’s 721n — per the head of an n%y
2. 237: agrees that 1721nn which are 1mn need no o9; v. 1 needed for 1"
a. a7 thatis inferred from v. 3 — must be something Y%1v’ may eat
b. 237 but, per o a5, that which is prohibited does go on nam
i.  j237 those are put up because that’s what we were commanded (792 jnnxn)
¢ A7 77s ruling: 3" of n%Y is brought up to nam (in leg) and then removed and put on man
i ~7On "7 (is astonished): v. 4 states that »"12 don’t eat it — no prohibition for the nam to “eat” it
ii 217 /7 relies on v. 3 — must be permitted to Y81 (for consumption) to go atop nam
1 Challenge (to 779): 1"n3 of 0%V is swept into the trench (nnR); of an Y, it is “taken up”
(a) Assumption: \noyn means — taken up and burnt
(b) Correction: it means taken up and removed (to man)
(i) Question: why take it up at all? Why not remove it below?
(if) Answer: per v. 5 — it is unseemly to bring a leg that has had the 7 removed up to nam
(iii) Note: ®n»a supports n"'s ruling
iii Tangent: 2:1 TN — the man would sometimes have as much as 300 13 of ash
