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IV Reassessing 11 '7's explanation of our nwn — if he violated all of them '® n5yna he would be liable for 36 mxon
a  Premise: he couldn’t be fully exonerated (per v. 3 — summary of m»y);
i But: perhaps he should be nxron 27n for any violation — and a maximum of 1 nxon for all MY *M’R as one?
ii ~ Answer (12112 73): that's why n13 is mentioned specifically in the case of ymnR (v. 6)
1 Per: exegetical rule: R 1513 9551 9 7055 ROR R 10RY HY TN5Y RY ,T00H Y590 10 RN HH1 AW 92T 9O
(a) Just as: ynR is a single violation and he is liable, so too he is liable for each single violation
2 Challenge (»ax 72 »223 ”7): then he should be liable 1 for 1mnx and another (sum) of 1 for all others
3 Block: doesn’t 8127 accept YRynW’ '1's exegetical rule?
(a) Example: v.4 - 13 for w1pnn »wTp nkmv only applies to narm »wTp, following the example of nnYw
(b) Defense: exclusion of nan pTa from n13 (for NkMY) is model — use different character-definition of yminx:
(i) Just as: ynR is an MY that can not be permitted while the 908 is alive
(if) So too: all m»y that fit that criterion have separate nxon
1. Excluding (for example): W& nwR, who is 1mn while (ex-)husband is still alive
2. (note: see n% PRY 1”1 'v1N who cites another option)
(c) Save (7297 77): v. 3 explicitly binds together all m»y with ymnx
iii  Question: pn¥» "y uses v. 6 to teach (via ...k¥» 9931 WY 93) that MN»> »1»n do not receive NN
1 therefore: what is his source for mron ,>n?
2 Answer: v. 5 identifies each N1y as a separate being
3 Question: why don’t 1311 (i.e. 13 "7) infer mxron 7> n from v. 5?
(a) Answer: indeed, they do
(b) Question: how do they interpret explicit mention of N1 in v. 6?
(i) Answer: to identify distinct mxon for IMny, then paternal aunt and maternal aunt
(ii) In other words: if he had nx»a with each of them ’® n5yna — liable for 3 mron
1. Challenge: that should be obvious; 3 distinct people, 3 distinct Halakhic identities
(iii) Rather: to charge 3 mron for nx’a with a full sister who is also paternal aunt and maternal aunt
1. Cf: ahead .10 — case of XYW 72 RY'WA
(iv) Question: what is pn¥» '1’s source for this rule?
1. Answer: from end of v. 6 — N9 MNR NN
2. Question: how do 1111 interpret that phrase?
a. Answer: teaches the rule that 111 10 pwnY PR (need an explicit mention for n43)
b. Question: what is pn¥> 'v’s source for PTn 10 PYNY PR?
c.  Answerl: he holds — 70 10 pony!
d. Answer2: he infers rules of Pwny from mAntk (where we have explicit — 170 10 Pnm pPR)
V. »ywin "v's rule: wherever there are 2 185 with a single m15 - they have multiple mxvon (for violation of both)
a  Application: nvan and 7o the nnwnn 1nY — v. 7 is 2 1RY, v. 8 mentions one n73 for violating both
i Question: why do we need v. 6 to teach Ppymn PIR5?
1 Answer: to 13227 - to teach P70 10 PYNY PR; to PNy’ /7, to teach 3 »avn for paternal and maternal sister
2 Question: what is 1327's source for 3 separate n»ayn for “full sister”?
(a) Answer: from ymnR in first half of p1oa
(b) pny /7. that is the customary style of the text — he infers from ymnx at the end of the ,1oa
b Support (»7277): from our mwn, which listed 19w Dvan, then NP DvVan, then 1NY o (dividing PRY of 1nWY)
i Indicating: that there are separte liabilities for nvan and for 7o
ii ~ Counter: perhaps they were listed that way to keep nymv’a together?
1 Block: if so, list n110p Dvan, then W Dvan and then 1nW 7o, keeping nw together as well
2 Rather: the Ran chose this order to teach mrvn »%n when there are multiple 8% but only one n1> mentioned
